3. Never address parents or players from the opposing team in a negative manner regardless of whether there is provocation or not.
4. Never use profanity.

5. Do not coach from the sideline.

6. Follow all rules of Mike Rose Soccer Complex or any complex or venue you are visiting.
We ask that you all be positive ambassadors for the club and, more importantly, positive role models for our children.
